that refers to two enlarged frag-
ments of a "siurell", a clay figure 
that functions as a whistle, very 
typical of the islands.
The artist plays with distortion to 
see if one can pick up the sound 
of the whistles in an image. When 
we listen to the whistle, a priori, 
we do not imagine that it is the 
product of an air vortex in its 
interior. Likewise, we would not 
say, a priori, that this image is a 
"siurell".
For some it will only be a visual 
noise, for others the image will 
have a rhythm surrounding it.
